BINS AND BAGS 

Bins 

Replace and stock yellow and blue bins when needed and when expiry dates have been reached. 
Stock bins according to the labeling on the front of the bin check all expiry dates within the bin and write 
the earliest expiry date on the white duct tape with an erasable marker on the back of the bin. 
Bag and seal the bin if applicable and place on cart. 
 
Bags 
Before re-stocking any bag please ensure you check the bag over. Check that all zippers, clips and straps 
are intact and undamaged. There are no tears, holes, loose threads, debris, dirt, fluid or other 
contaminants on the bag. 
 
Ensure the bag has the following items in each section and seal sections with a yellow tag, initial and 

date tag once completed
